
Bayswater West Primary School has been buzzing in recent weeks with so many wonderful programs and 
activities taking place.  A highlight was certainly the Grade Three and Four Camp to Phillip Island with 44 
students having a wonderful time enjoying all the natural beauty that the Island has to offer.  We visited the 
Little Penguin parade, fed the pelicans, played on the foreshore and enjoyed meeting all the folks and ani-
mals on Churchill Island.  It was a great learning opportunity for all the students and I want to thank all of the 
staff and David Mitchell who put in such a big effort to make the camp such a terrific experience. 
 
The school was also very pleased to receive a cheque from the National Australia Bank for $50,000 through 
the Schoolôs First program for the 2009 Melbourne Canstruction Program.  This program recognises effective 
community partnerships and in our case the relationship that has been built between our school(s) and 
Equip/Planet Give, Monash University, The Salvation army and Gasco Engineering International.  This 
money will be used to develop the Canstruction project into the future and will help our school continue to 
build our strategic focus on promoting mathematics and science in the school. 
 
The Building the Education Revolution building program has begun in earnest with builders appointed to un-
dertake this work.  When we first heard about the project it was estimated the new building would take about 
18 months to complete, however this timeline has been shortened to about six months which is great news.  
In early November our portable buildings will be moved and fences erected around the new building worksite 
and then construction will begin.  This project will cause some disruption to parking and school programs 
however I will keep the school community informed through the newsletter as to how we can make the  
process work effectively for us. 
 
At present students in grades prep one and two are undertaking an assessment program instigated by the 
Department of Education and Early Childhood Development known as the Online Literacy Interview.  This 
extensive program involves students completing set tasks related to reading comprehension, writing, spelling 
and grammar.  The data collected by staff is used to inform the classroom programs being implemented by 
teachers and helps us to improve the Individual Learning Program for every student.  Please feel free to 
speak to your classroom teacher if you have any questions. 
 
An exciting Prep transition program for 2010 has begun with an excellent number of ónext year preppiesô at-
tending our first which program was a óPrep Classroom Experienceô session.  This is one of six sessions de-
signed to make our new students feel welcome and familiar with their new educational setting.  New and pro-
spective families are welcome to organise a tour with the Principal or the Early Years team at any time to find 
out more about our school and what it can offer. 
Finally on behalf of the school I want to congratulate our competitors at the Zone athletics carnival Tyla Hef-
fernan who finished 5th in the 10 year old girls shot putt and Elley Martin who threw 21 metres to finish 2nd in 
the 11 year old girls discus.  Elley will now go on to represent our school at the State Primary School athlet-
ics carnival. Well done girls!

 Banana cake with lemon icing 
Serving Size:  
Makes 1 cake 
Category: 
Cakes and Baking, Kids cooking, Lunch box, Party food 
Special Info: 
Lactose free 
 

Ingredients: 
125g unsalted butter, softened 
1 cup caster sugar 
İ cup brown sugar 
2 eggs 
1 cup mashed banana (2 large bananas) 
İ teaspoon vanilla extract 
2 cups plain flour 
2 teaspoons baking powder 
İ cup milk 
Lemon icing 
1 cup icing sugar 
2-3 tablespoons lemon juice. 

Method: 
Preheat oven to 180ÁC. Butter a 20cm square cake tin and line with baking paper. 
Cream butter and sugar until light and fluffy. Beat in one egg at a time, then bananas and vanilla. Sift dry ingredients into mixture, 
alternating with milk and beat until combined. Pour into prepared tin and bake for 45 minutes or until a skewer inserted into the centre 
of the cake comes out clean. 
Allow cake to cool for 5 minutes in the tin and then turn out onto a wire rack to cool. 
To make the icing, combine icing sugar and enough lemon juice to make a smooth paste. Spread icing onto cold cake. 
Notes: 
As with the Orange cake, this is perfect for afternoon tea and lunch boxes. 
I felt the need for a round banana cake, so used a 20cm round tin, but needed to cook it for about 10 minutes longer. I used bananas 
that I had frozen ï they were a bit watery and the cake was more dense than I usually like. Drain excess water off defrosted frozen 
bananas. 
 
To make gluten-free, use gluten-free plain flour and baking powder.
